Samaritan Counseling Center is here to care for the mental, emotional and relational needs of children and their parents, (as well as single adults and couples) through professional counseling services by staff who are trained in a wide variety of therapeutic techniques, including behavior modification. Recently a family who was served by our B.E.A.M.S. program, saw a significant result with their son who we will call Steven, a boy with developmental disabilities who was extremely non-compliant, continuously refusing to follow his parent's instructions. After an assessment by the behavioral specialist, it was determined that there was a need for consistency, an increase in outside social interaction, physical activity/exercise and that Steven needed to be stretched to his full social and intellectual developmental capacity. The therapist, together with the parents implemented a plan of structure, activity and discipline, developed a calendar of rewards and consequences, and identified a highly motivating activity in which Steven could participate. A specially trained martial arts instructor was located and Steven and his family began to enjoy this activity together. In addition, they began looking for developmentally appropriate social activities for him.
  
After several months of implementing these strategies, the results have been dramatic.  Steven understands the reward system, and he has been highly motivated to be more compliant with his parent's instructions and requests as he knows his attending martial arts with his father and brother is contingent on it.  Moreover, the structure and discipline he is gaining in martial arts is translating into his home life as well, because his sensei has talked with him about the importance of respecting his parents.  His mother and little brother have also joined his martial arts, and it has become an activity they are bonding around.  His mother said that now instead of refusing to follow instructions 8 or 10 times, he might only refuse two times now, which his mother says is "much more tolerable."  But this isn't all.  Steven has also gotten into a baseball league for children with special needs.  He and his team recently had the opportunity to go onto a major league field before the game.  He even went to a prom, and with a little prompting, worked up the courage to ask a girl to dance.  He has made more friends at his age and developmental level, and is showing signs of following social modeling and social cues, as well as making promising gains in his verbal skills.  With continued team effort and consistency from his parents and his B.E.A.M.S. behavior specialist, Steven is continuing to make progress and gains, expanding his world and opportunities.
